· It’s not just about the technology, it’s a whole new way of doing things

· Policies, Reforming policies, Aligning IT, and 

· What are the incentives of a community to buy into this?

· Practices and behaviors- how are we collecting the information?

· Federal level – the nature of how the FN Health Care system and how the funds are transferred to community – how do we change that behavior? Someone mentioned that federal nurse wouldn’t give out information because that was their responsibility.

· E-Health Governance & Processes – changes way of doing things

· Identification of guiding principles – anyone who has recommendations?

· Creating Communications Plan – so everyone is aware of what’s been done

· Legal and Policy context – tried to keep at the principles level. All the federal and provincial are based on the fair information principles. Lots of similarities on what the OCAP principles were – the primary difference is the privacy legislation is protection of individual information

· Governance Framework – what are the roles and responsibilities of Health Canada? What are the roles and responsibilities of FN communities? Identifying who governs what – ie: data. 
· Focus more on approach, less of governance

· Frame it under capacity requirements of e-Health – there’s going to be huge capacities to manage the data

· Making sure all levels of government are included – getting FN involved at CIO forum

· Recommended Action: defining e-Health and what are the common requirements (would appreciate feedback), 
FEEDBACK FROM REGIONS
· ON - Common objectives are the communities as AFN supports regions in turn, the regions support the communities. To enable them to be self-sustaining. 
· Regional roles in how they deal with communities – ensure that PTO’s have resources to engage FN. There’s also a national scope to advocate on behalf of the regions and the communities.
· All this talk about governance, rather than re-invent the wheel, don’t they have a paper that addresses all these issues – from the regional health survey. We can have a look at that and go according to that. Jay said he can have a look at that although the scope of it is very specific.
· Position Paper will be shared with the Health Techs from there it will go to the CCOH, then to the Chiefs to hopefully be supported through resolution
· Government strategy to be high-level

· MB – looking at the data sharing agreements, it has to be at the Tribal Council level or a group of First Nations

· Sharing information across jurisdiction, we need to ensure there’s a data sharing agreement and can we develop an over-arching agreement from a national perspective?

· In Wendake, we have a group that studies provincial law and federal law with data sharing – writing a legal paper for the communities and an agreement to share with the communities. Will sign very soon with side pilots about sharing data.

· Invited Mabel to discuss at next meeting

· Panorama was not the system of choice in Alberta
· CIO Forum – Convergence Workshop in the Fall to bring the CIO’s from each of the provinces together – will be key in setting direction at this workshop. Looking at fall date. It’s a good approach because its not being lead by FN. Infoway and COACH will be leading it. Will keep you posted.

· eHealth Conference 2011 – QC and ON will be there. Will do some planning while there. Mabel will be there as well.
· Panel – purpose is to create an awareness and a foundation for requirements for eHealth and FN governance. There is a lack of awareness as why FN have special rights. To have an educated awareness on what FN eHealth is – to do that to start with traditional teaching. Thought of using Doug Williams who is an elder at Trent University. Ernie to talk about Health Canada and enabling FN.
