7 ATTRIBUTES TO SUCCESS
This workshop will provide you, as an entrepreneur and as a person, a structure to evaluate yourself in 7 areas key to entrepreneurial and personal success.
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First of all definition of success…

· Main Entry: suc·cess 

· Pronunciation: \sək-ˈses\ 

· Function: noun 

· Etymology: Latin successus, from succedere 

· Date: 1537

1 obsolete : outcome, result
2 a : degree or measure of succeeding b : favorable or desired outcome; also : the attainment of wealth, favor, or eminence
3 : one that succeeds

Key Point – Success is personal!!

· Individual definition

· Need to fulfill your personal definition of success not your spouse’s, your parents, your friends, your family’s

· What are you evaluating yourself against?  What are your goals?  What do you wish to do to consider yourself successful

Second Key Point: Your personal definition of success is not constant but evolving
· Evaluate your definition of success on a regular basis

· If necessary, develop a new direction based on your current situation

Evolve - definition 
evolve (ē välv′, -vôlv′; i-)

transitive verb evolved evolved′, evolving evolv′·ing
1. to develop by gradual changes; unfold 

2. to set free or give off (gas, heat, etc.) 

3. to produce or change by evolution

intransitive verb
1. to develop gradually by a process of growth and change 

2. ☆ to become disclosed; unfold

Questions to ask yourself:

Has anything happened since I last evaluated my success to change what success means to me?
Possibilities:  dramatic event, not happy, not as good at that particular skill as thought they would be, perception of success changed as matured, the experience of meeting someone new provided a new option for you 

Third Key Point
· Develop an evaluation tool for evaluating your success as you journey through life

· One example would be using the 7 Attributes to Success below:
1. Peace of Mind

· Individual contentment
· Organizational – harmony among workers
· Productivity
· Achieve your highest level of balance, happiness
· Remove yourself from negativity
2. Health and Energy

· Eat right

· Exercise

· Regular and sufficient sleep

· Regular medical, success checkups
3. Loving Relationships 
· Laughter
· Fun

4. Financial Freedom

· To avoid preoccupation with money
Defining financial freedom depends on your financial needs. Some people are content with a basic 9 to 5 job, while others must have an extravagant lifestyle. Some people would like to be comfortable enough to travel every year. To another it means owning several successful businesses. The question you should ask yourself is, "What makes you happy?" 

What's important is what this term means to you. You are unique, so what is essential to you is not to the next person. Deep down in your heart, you know exactly what is important for you.

5. Worthy Goals and Ideals

· Sense of direction towards something bigger and more important to yourself
· Something to shoot for .. to challenge you

6. Self-knowledge and self-awareness

· Honesty with oneself

· Know your strengths and weaknesses

· Where do these strengths and weaknesses come from?

· Evaluate these strengths and weaknesses – are they holding you back?  Can you do something to overcome them?
7. Self Actualization/Personal Fulfillment
· When you feel you have achieved everything you are capable of becoming at that moment in your life
Do we have to wait until we are old and gray to achieve personal fulfillment?

Definitely not!!
If we understand that the definition of success is evolving … we can achieve personal fulfillment in every step of the journey we call life!!
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
